Now a warning for “Otfordians” that the Parish Car Park will be shut for a couple of weeks in August whilst we arrange for it to be resurfaced and remarked.  At the moment we are aiming to commence work the week beginning the 12th August, to try and take advantage of the Village Memorial Hall closure at the same time.  However, if the weather is inclement then this date might well have to slip as it's impossible to lay tarmac whilst it’s raining, so bear with us. Notices will be displayed at the entrance as we approach the deadline date.  There may also be some minor areas closed whilst we carry out preparatory work prior to resurfacing.

e recycling bins will have to be temporarily removed to accommodate the resurfacing. 

When they return, if the bottle banks are full please DO NOT just leave the bottles on the ground. This looks unsightly and these bottles often break and cause a danger to small feet dogs and car tyres. Other Recycling bins are available at Sainsbury's and Tesco's. 
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Now to the car park toilets – do we really need them? Do Otfordians ever use them?  It costs the Parish Council (you) in the region of £6000 just to have them there, on top of that are the running repairs required for general maintenance and of course any acts of vandalism that occur.  This is bound to be discussed at one of the Parish Council meetings, so let the clerk know your views.
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With respect to the pay and display, although that is still under discussion, it is now only the fine detail that has to be resolved and it is proposed to introduce it sometime in the autumn after the car park has been resurfaced.  Watch this space.
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No doubt by now most of you will have learned that the school expansion is going ahead with conditions attached, the most important of which is that the School Travel Plan has to be written in conjunction with the Parish Council and we will ensure that it addresses the topic of highway safety and also that of the daily commute to the car park.  The Parish Council is in touch with the contractors to minimise the impact on the car park and they have agreed to park and walk or be bussed into the site.  The contractors have also been in touch with the Warham Road residents regarding usage of their road as access to the rear of the school and the contractors will be working within limited operating hours to minimise their effect on the school commute.

A group of residents organised a very successful data gathering exercise to assist OPC and the school in compiling an acceptable travel plan (a condition of the planning permission for the school expansion).  It transpired that the school had publicised the event and most parents left the cars at home and walked.  It proved the point that if children walk to school there isn’t a major problem with parking in the village.  OPC has received several comments from drivers who pass through the village on their way to work stating that as there was very little traffic congestion they arrived at their place of work early for a change.  So well done and thanks to the school for publicising the event.  It would be interesting to see what the results would accrue if a similar exercise was carried out that wasn’t so well publicised.
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I have just heard that Otford Post Office will be closing at 13.00 on Wed 5 June and reopening at 09.00 on Friday 7th June for an internal refurbishment.  Following the refurbishment it will be open from 09.00 to 17.30 every day except Sundays and presumably Bank Holidays.

By the time you read this article the Annual meeting of the electorate will have taken place and we should all be much more knowledgeable as to what the various local clubs and societies have to offer us.

Heathrow flight paths have been subject to experiments of various kinds recently and even with double glazing and insulation in the quiet of the evening the noise can be disturbing for humans and animals. Mink Monitoring

[image: image21.wmf]Kent Wildlife Trust are attempting to monitor the population of mink in the River Darent. The monitoring of mink is part of a long term plan to re-introduce water voles to the River and to other water bodies locally. The monitoring of the mink is done by the use of rafts secured to locations in the River opposite Beadles Garage. The rafts have a tunnel fixed to the top covering a tray containing a clay mix. The mink are curious creatures and will explore these tunnels leaving footprints in the clay. Unfortunately on three occasions these expensive rafts have been let loose from their moorings and two have gone missing. Asian Longhorn Beetles

[image: image23.wmf]The UK's first infestation of Asian longhorn beetle has been confirmed in Kent. A routine Forestry Commission survey in Paddock Wood near Maidstone discovered several beetle larvae, which can reach 2in in length, inside a hedgerow poplar tree. More than 20 other infested trees have since been found and felled. The beetles are believed to have arrived in wood packaging imported from China. Asian longhorn beetles are shiny and black up to 1 ½ins long with white markings and long antennae. The fat white larvae do the most damage, drilling undetected inside trees, eating the wood, weakening and sometimes killing the plant. Their host range includes many broad-leaved shrubs and trees, including species of Acer and Birch, Horse Chestnut and fruit trees including apples, plums and pears.
