DITORAL

Just recently one of my colleagues on the Cathedral Chapter got a puppy, a gorgeous
golden retriever called Sam with an appealing face and teeth like razors. Now, whenever
Paul goes out with his new dog, everyone stops to talk to him. Oh look, isn’t he lovely,
how long have you had him? says the stranger who he’s never met. And in no time
they’re chatting away like old friends.

It reminded me of when our children were babies, pushing them out in the pram along the
streets of London and Sheffield. Suddenly passers-by would stop, lean over, coodgy a
few coos and before you knew where you were you would be exchanging life-histories.

What is it about puppies and babies which causes cracks to appear in the Great British
reserve about talking to strangers?

I think it’s to do with purity and innocence. New lives, canine or human, are an open
book, an unwritten story, virgin territory. And in a tired and cynical world there’s some-
thing very appealing about that. It represents a new beginning, something unsullied, full
of hope and promise.

I’ve always liked the month of March. It’s close enough to Spring to give you a hint of
the warmth that’s coming, but it’s near enough to Winter to give you a fair chance of a
good fall of snow. I love the snow, especially that moment when you open the door on to
a new fall that still lies untouched and pristine on the ground. Do you find yourself
unwilling, like me, to place that first footprint in the pure virgin snow? There’s some-
thing magical about an undisturbed snow fall. It resonates with some deep and primeval
desire for a perfect, untouched new beginning.

The Parish of Otford stands on the brink of its own new beginning, awaiting the
induction of a new Vicar, Richard Worssam, on 28th April. It’s an exciting moment. The
page is blank, waiting for a new part of your story to be written.

This is a great opportunity for Richard, but it is also a wonderful opportunity for you.
There are certain natural moments in our lives for making fresh starts — getting married,
changing jobs, moving house, retirement, and so on — and the wise traveller through life’s
journey will grasp those moments and make the most of them. They can refresh you, or
take you in new directions, or allow you to shift your focus in life. Sometimes they can
simply give you a chance to step back and take stock, to find a fresh perspective on
where you are going. They are the natural times of renewal in our lives, part of the
rhythms that keep us interested, and interesting.

The arrival of a new Vicar is a very natural opportunity to stop and think about your faith
and spiritual life. A new beginning for the parish of Otford is a chance for you to step
back and reassess where you are with God, to renew your commitment to the church, or
to make changes in the pattern of your life that reconnect you with faith.

Make the most of this new beginning, and may God unfold a wonderful new story for
you in the days that lie ahead.

FRITH THE FUGITIVE

John Frith, with his knowledge and understanding of the Bible, soon became one of the
leading lights of the Reformation in England. This also meant that he was near the top of
the list of those that Thomas More wanted imprisoned and burnt at the stake. John Frith,
like William Tyndale, spent most of his life on the run. On one occasion, in 1531, when
Frith returned to England (possibly to encourage some of his friends, who were being
persecuted) he was arrested in Reading, where it is recorded that he was:

‘taken as a vagabond and set in the stocks. When the local schoolmaster arrived, Frith
began to bewail his captivity — in Latin, then he began to recite passages of Homer’s
Iliad. They conversed together for some time. Then the schoolmaster went with all speed
to the magistrates, complaining that a mistake had been made. Frith was set free.’

The schoolmaster’s name was Leonard Cox, who may well have been one of those
imprisoned with John Frith in Oxford. So, by being an anonymous vagabond, Frith was
able to avoid arrest and make contact with a group of ‘Lutheran sympathisers’ that
existed in Reading. However, his freedom did not last long, a few weeks later he was
caught by Thomas More’s spies. This event was recorded by Chapuys, the Spanish
Ambassador, who wrote to the Emperor Charles V, informing him that the finest of the
Lutheran preachers had been caught. He was soon released, as Henry VIII had heard of
Frith’s reputation and demanded to see Frith and question him. When Frith at one point
said that ‘the Pope was not the head of the Church — it was Christ’, Henry responded by
saying ‘this is not the statement of an heretic’ he must be released. He was and returned
to Antwerp as quickly as possible, where he re-joined Tyndale, who encouraged Frith to
write.

FRITH THE WRITER

In 2001 a copy of John Frith’s 4 pistle to the Christen Reader was on sale from an Anti-
quarian Bookshop in London. The price was £5,000. The catalogue commented that the
high price reflected the rarity and importance of the book. It was the first of 17 books to
be published by Frith. 4 pistle was published by Frith in July 1529. It was rare because
most of John Frith’s early publications were publicly burnt at St Paul’s Cross, like
William Tyndale’s first editions of the New Testament in English. 4 pistle was important
because it was the first ‘rigorously anti-papist book to be printed in the English language
and as such was a landmark in the English Reformation’. William Tyndale encouraged
John Frith to write because of his knowledge of Scripture and his clear logical mind. This
is especially evident in one of his major works, 4 Disputacion of Pugatorye, published in
Antwerp in 1531. It was Martin Luther who initiated the debate on purgatory in his



Nintye-five Theses in 1517. It was John Frith who summed it up 14 years later. Professor
Daniell recently wrote ‘The English reformers had found no doctrine of purgatory in the
Bible, or in the early fathers up to Augustine, and even after. The ablest reforming
theologian, the young John Frith, had published a definitive book in the summer of 1531
to demonstrate just that point.’

Permits for utility companies to work on Highways will be required by KCC from
around the end of this year. Payment for these, and if the allotted time is over-run, will be
based only on meeting the costs of the system. Of particular note for Otford is the
information available on which roads will be pre-salted and, hopefully, the ability to notify
the authority of a ‘significant local event’ such as our fete, so it is not disrupted by road-
works. It should prevent roads being frequently dug-up and stop newly resurfaced roads
being dug and patched.

The Tree of Light raised £1,339.47 for the Hospice in the Weald, almost certainly the
largest amount this special memorial event has raised.

Increase in burial charges. Regrettably it has been necessary to bring our charges closer to
other cemeteries in this area. They have not been increased in line with inflation for several
years and comparison with adjacent burial grounds shows an increase of ¢. 20% is required.
This is still less than cemeteries in nearby parishes and towns, particularly for residents in
Otford.

Hooliganism and crime continues in Otford in many comparatively minor ways —
although distressing to those directly affected and sometimes another drain on the precept.



Our PCSO is kept informed and has influenced some young people and others have been
brought to court; parish clerks or chairmen in the area meet with police and exchange
information. KCC Trading Standards have offered the parish council email alerts for
visiting traders offering unsatisfactory goods or services. This information will be included
in the Newsletter.

Hedges overgrowing the footways and sometimes blocking the view of the road for
motorists are an unfortunate but not uncommon occurrence. Whenever possible the council
mentions the problem to the owner but if it becomes a major problem the matter goes to the
District Council who have the authority to cut the hedge and recover the cost from the
owner.

IN MEMORY

We offer our condolences to the family of Thomas Graham Briggs who died on 4th
January. A cremation service, conducted by Revd. Lionel Kevis, was held on Tuesday 22nd
January at Tunbridge Wells, followed by a service of Thanksgiving for his life on 23rd
January in Church, which was conducted by his nephew, Prebendary Duncan Dormer.

Tom was born in Penshurst and was the first Briggs to be born outside Barbados since
1640, spending his childhood near Aviemore in the Highlands. Upon leaving The Naval
College, Pangbourne, he joined the merchant navy but only one year later World War Two
was declared and he was transferred to the RNR. He had an eventful five years. During his
naval career there were many postings and at the Ministry of Defence he was responsible
for the deployment of Britain’s Nuclear deterrent — Polaris. He finally became Captain of
the Royal Naval College at Greenwich.

Tom met and married Celia in 1949 and they were to be married for 58 happy years,
living in Otford for over forty-five of them. He was a quiet and unassuming man, quite
undemonstrative, utterly dependable, a great listener and very supportive. He suffered from
cancer for 16 years but was optimistic about the outcome of his illness. Having had two
sons he was always interested to know about the next generation and regularly asked about
the progress of his seven grandchildren, three of whom read at the Thanksgiving service.

Tom was a much loved husband, father and grandfather and will be missed by all his
family. His remains are to be scattered in the Highlands in a place that he loved so much.

January 2008 and whose Thanksgiving Service was held at St Bartholomew’s on 28th
January 2008.

She was born in Norfolk in 1925, had an idyllic childhood and became a Land Girl
during the World War II.
